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Wise Water Use Tips  

Shower  

Get yourself wet in the shower, then turn the water off 

while you lather up. Turn it back on to rinse off. Reduces 

the number of minutes shower is on. Or, ask your parents 

to purchase a low-flow showerhead. Any new showerhead 

made in the U.S.A. will use a maximum of 2.5 gallons/

minute. 

 
Brushing your teeth  
Turn the faucet on briefly to wet your brush, then turn it off 
until youôre done brushing and ready to rinse. Uses less 
than 1 gallon. 

Washing clothes  
Wait to run the washing machine until you have a full load. 
This reduces the number of loads you need to do. 

Washing dishes  
Wait to run the dishwasher until you have a full load. This 
reduces the number of loads you need to do. 

Toilet  
If your toilet was made after 1992, it uses an average of 
only 1.6 gallons/flush. If your toilet is older, try placing a 
plastic bottle filled with water in the tank. This reduces the 
amount of water used for each flush by the amount of 
water in the bottle. 

Bathtub  
Fill the bath only halfway, saves 20 gallons. 

Washing a car  
Take your car to a carwash that recycles water. Saves 40 
gallons and reduces water pollution.
